<Example Data Point #2 (88% of voters surveyed agree that Arizona need a long-term investment strategy to 
live up to its potential as a great place to live)>

How to Use the Arizona Voters’ Agenda

1.	 Take it all in. There are two surveys worth of data to explore here – one completed before the Primary 
election and one before the General Election. You can see overviews of the data, the survey in its 
entirety, and key questions built from the insights. There’s plenty to dive into.  

2.	 Use it, discuss it, build on it. This data is a wonderful addition to the work and conversations 
happening around the state already. I encourage you to apply it to your field and community. How can 
we put the ideas in this report into action?

3.	 Share it. Help me get the word out about this thought-provoking work. Center for the Future of Arizona 
is a non-profit, non-partisan “do tank” that uses best–in-class survey practices to get this data. The 
information in the Arizona Voters’ Agenda inspires hope, establishes agreement, and gives us a clear 
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blueprint of the work ahead –but we need a community to do so! (P.S... There’s a toolkit to help you get 
started.)
